How to Talk to Oliver -�
�
Talk slowly. Give him time when he's thinking about what to say. �
�
Avoid jokes and things that have two meanings (say "stand up" not "jump up").�
�
Tell Oliver exactly what you want him to do (say "please get off my foot" not "you're standing on my foot").�
�
If Oliver upsets you, he does not mean to do it. Tell him "I'm cross because you took my pencil. Get your own pencil." Then help him to find his pencil.�
